Gambling Bills 2011 Introductions

AB 156, as introduced, Lara. Gambling control: sale or lease of

licensee property.

SPOT BILL

AB 241, as introduced, Hall. Gambling: moratorium.

   Existing law regulates legal gambling in California and prohibits,

until January 1, 2015, the governing body and the electors of a

county, city, or city and county from authorizing or expanding any

legal gaming beyond that permitted on January 1, 1996. Additionally,

the commission is prohibited, until January 1, 2015, from issuing a

gambling license for a gambling establishment that was not licensed

to operate on December 31, 1999, except as specified.

   This bill would extend the operation of these provisions to

January 1, 2020.

   Vote: majority. Appropriation: no. Fiscal committee: yes.

State-mandated local program: no.

AB 270, as introduced, Perea. Satellite wagering.

   Existing law requires that every person who participates in, or

has anything to do with, the racing of horses and every employee of a

parimutuel department to be licensed by the California Horse Racing

Board. Existing law requires the board to set forth requirements for

the position of satellite facility supervisor for all satellite

wagering facilities operated by the state or on public land. The

supervisor is required to monitor the performance of licensees at the

facilities.

   This bill would create an exception from that provision by

authorizing a satellite facility to elect not to be subject to the

requirements related to a satellite facility supervisor if the board

of directors of the satellite facility, after a public hearing, deems

those requirements to be not economically feasible.

   Existing law authorizes a thoroughbred racing association or fair

to distribute the audiovisual signal and accept wagers on the results

of out-of-state thoroughbred races conducted in the United States

during the calendar period the association or fair is conducting a

race meeting, as specified, without the consent of the organization

that represents horsemen participating in the race meeting and

without regard to the amount of purses. Existing law prohibits the

total number of thoroughbred races imported by associations or fairs

on a statewide basis, as specified, from exceeding 32 per day on days

when live thoroughbred or fair racing is being conducted in the

state. Certain well-known races are excluded from this limitation,

including the Kentucky Derby and the Belmont Stakes.

   This bill would add the Wood Memorial to the list of races that

are not included for purposes of determining compliance with that

prohibition.

   Existing law vests jurisdiction and supervision over horse racing

in this state in the California Horse Racing Board. Existing law

permits the board to authorize a licensed quarter horse racing

association that is conducting a live racing meeting to accept wagers

on certain races conducted by the racing association that conducts

the American Quarter Horse Racing Challenge, if the races are

conducted on the same day as the American Quarter Horse Racing

Challenge, as specified.

   This bill would additionally permit the board to authorize a

licensed quarter horse racing association that is conducting a live

racing meeting to accept wagers on the full card of races conducted

by another racing association on the day that other association

conducts the Texas Classic Futurity and Remington Park Futurity, as

specified.

AB 968, as introduced, Chesbro. California Indian tribes: state

agencies.

   Existing law encourages and authorizes all state agencies to

cooperate with federally recognized California Indian tribes on

matters of economic development and improvement for the tribes.

   This bill instead would require all state agencies to cooperate

with federally recognized California Indian tribes pursuant to these

provisions. It would also require every state agency to adopt a

policy of communication and consultation with, and require the

Governor to meet at least annually with elected officials of,

California Indian tribes, regardless of whether a tribe qualifies as

a federally recognized California Indian tribe.

   This bill would establish the position of Native American Advisor

on Tribal Issues in the Governor's office, to be a member of a

federally recognized California Indian tribe. It would require the

advisor to serve as a resource to the Governor and state agencies on

issues affecting California Indian tribes and be an advocate on

behalf of all California Indian tribes, regardless of whether a tribe

qualifies as a federally recognized California Indian tribe.
